Her government support check would be cut off if 
she married. We began talking about repentance and I told her that if I baptized her, minus her re-
pentance, baptism would just be like taking a bath—no forgiveness where there is no change. 

She appreciated the honesty with which I spoke to her, and she clearly understood where she 
stood with the Lord. I told her that she had my number and whenever she was ready to give her 
life to the Lord in faithful obedience, I would be here to help her. I was in tears after this call. How 
can someone know the truth, and then jeopardize their soul because they’re unwilling to take the 
necessary steps to be right with the Lord? 

I’ll be praying for this lady, and I hope she’ll make the decision to repent and be baptized for the 
forgiveness of her sins (Acts 2:38). May God bless us as we talk to our friends, family, neighbors, 
co-workers, and even strangers about becoming New Testament Christians. Too, may the hearts 
of those we talk to be opened to the truth and then have the conviction to do what they should to 
become children of God.
