If God is Against You, Watch Out!

(For the background, read the short book of Nahum.)

Nahum, whose name means “consolation,” was the prophet to Judah in the mid to early 600’s B.C. Like many of
the prophets, we know very little about the man, but of his message we can know a great deal. He spoke of the
impending doom of Nineveh due to its turning away from God and back to its own selfish ways. While under the
preaching of Jonah, Nineveh repented and God showed them His mercy, love, and kindness. However, there
would be no such grace from Jehovah this time. God’s judgment would be final, for God “was against” Nineveh.

Though the God of the Bible is slow to anger, there does come a point in time when his patience wears out. Paul
said, three times in Romans 1, that God “gave them up”—an indication of God’s patience finally wearing out. We
saw it in Genesis 6 with the wickedness of man and the coming worldwide flood. It was evident in Genesis 19
when Sodom and Gomorah were destroyed for their rampant homosexuality. The same is true in the book of Na-
hum when the prophet describes the anger of the Lord that would be upon Nineveh for their impenitent wicked-
ness.

When God’s patience with Nineveh finally reached its breaking point, we observe that the city’s destruction would
be total devastation. The author likens the inhabitants of the city as devouring lions, where such was the character
of the people. However, the Bible says that God “was against them.” Their days of dominating wickedness were
over, for if God is against them they can never stand.

Since God “was against them,” Nineveh’s time of afflicting the Old Testament family of God was coming to an
end. So, while Nahum’s message was a message of doom and gloom to those of Nineveh, it was a message of
consolation to God’s people. How fitting for Nahum (whose name means “consolation”) to be the one to deliver
this prophecy.

From cover-to-cover, the Bible tells us that those who oppress the faithful children of God will be judged. My
Lord said, “And shall not God avenge his own elect, which cty day and night unto him, though he bear long with
them? I tell you that he will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless when the Son of man cometh, shall he find faith
on the earth” (Lk. 18:7-8).

Find comfort in the words of Jesus and “be of good cheer.” He will avenge his people and bring final judgment
on those whom He is against.
