In one of my favorite books, The Lord of the Rings, J.R.R. Tolkien
wrote a very intriguing dialogue between two of the main characters, Frodo
and Gandalf.

Frodo, with a very heavy heart, complained, “I wish the ring had
never come to me. I wish none of this had happened.” Gandalf replied, “So
do all who live to see such times, but that is not for them to decide. All we
have to decide is what to do with the time that is given us.”

It is true that it is not for you to decide what times you live in, nor
what trials will come upon you in this life. But you can choose how to deal
with those times and trials.

When Moses led the children of Israel into the wilderness they com-
plained (Exodus 16). Their stomachs were grumbling, and that prompted
their lips to grumble. In actuality God had led them there to give them the
law and to prepare them for the Promised Land. But their eyes could only
see as far as their current circumstances.

Today, with the economic crisis, stress at work, stress at home and
the general lack of godliness that abounds around us everyday, it is easy to
get caught up with the crowd of seeing only as far as your current circum-
stances and listening only to the “growling of your belly”. But Paul reminds
us not to “complain, as some of them also complained, and were destroyed
by the destroyer” (1 Corinthians 10:10).

Paul then wrote, “No temptation has overtaken you except such as is
common to man; but God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted
beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will also make the way
of escape, that you may be able to bear it” (1 Corinthians 10:13). Never for-
get that it is not for you to decide what trials may come your way. You only
decide how you will deal with them. And remember, it is God who is mak-
ing certain that you can bear it.
