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“What Death Cannot Do”

“Earth holds no treasures but perish with using, However precious they be; Yet there’s a country to which | am going: Heaven holds all to me. Heaven
holds all to me, Brighter its glory will be; Joy without measure will be my treasure; Heaven holds all to me.”

There was a time in which the Lord’s disciples did not appreciate the meaning of these lyrics. They thought true happiness was in the here and now,
walking and talking with Jesus. When the Lord told them that He was leaving, they were quite upset. Jesus said, “Let not your heart be troubled: ye
believe in God, believe also in me. In my Father’'s house are many mansions: if it were not so, | would have told you. | go to prepare a place for you.
And if | go and prepare a place for you, | will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where | am, there you may be also (Jn. 14:1-3; cf. Col. 3:1-4;
2 Cor. 4:17,18). The key to getting through this life is thinking about living with the Lord in the next life.

The point of this essay is not to talk about heaven specifically, but rather to deal with “life after death,” in general. Let us observe that there are some
things death cannot do. We only want to deal with three items.

Death cannot take away our ability to recognize. Someone asks, “When | die, will | be able to recognize my family and friends, and will they be
able to recognize me?” The songwriter penned these words, “Beyond the sunset, O glad reunion, With our dear loved ones who've gone before; In that
fair homeland we’ll know no parting: Beyond the sunset for ever more.” What beautiful lyrics that imply recognition in heaven. But, we don’t want to trust
these lyrics as an answer to the posed questions. What does the Bible say?

When the rich man and Lazarus were hurled into eternity, they were able to recognize one another (Lk 16). The rich man no doubt saw this beggar on
a regular basis begging for food which fell from his own table. Upon their deaths, the beggar entered Abraham’s bosom, and the rich man went to tor-
ment. “And in hell he lifted up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom” (Lk 16:23). The rich man recognized
both Abraham, and Lazarus.

Death cannot take away our ability to remember. From the same account of the rich man and Lazarus, we see that there is memory in eternity.
“But Abraham said, ‘Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and
thou are tormented” (Lk 16:25). Abraham told the rich man to “remember”.

Some will often ask, “Will | remember my wife/husband in eternity?” Or, “Will we be married in eternity?” Those are good questions. With respect to
remembering a spouse, the answer is yes — just like the rich man had memory of Lazarus. However with respect to marriage in eternity, the answet is
no. Jesus said, “For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven” (Mt 22:30). It is helpful to
understand that in eternity relationships will be altered, but not forgotten.

Death cannot take away our ability to rejoice. When the Lord talked to his weary disciples he said that you might be disappointed in my departure,
but one day you will see me again. When they do, notice what will happen. “And ye now therefore have sorrow: but | will see you again, and your heart
shall rejoice, and your joy no man taketh from you” (Jn 16:22). This is rejoicing in eternity. For you see, the next time the Lord comes, this world will be
destroyed, and we will be changed, and will inherit our eternal reward.

By way of concluding this short essay, there is one more thing that death cannot do. We mention it now in hopes that it will encourage us to
make sure we are right with the Lord. In death, our destiny cannot be altered. Like with the rich man. He wanted Lazarus to come with water so
that his tongue might be cooled from the flames in torment. Abraham told him that it was impossible. For in eternity there is a “...great gulf fixed: so
that they which would pass from hence to you cannot’, our destiny is fixed. There will be no crossing over.

Death cannot take away our ability to recognize, remember, and rejoice. At the same time, it cannot change our eternal destiny. Itis up to us to
decide right now where we will spend eternity, while there is still time. “(For he saith, | have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salva-
tion have | succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time: behold, now is the day of salvation.)” (2 Cor 6:2).
