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Why Should I “Do Right”?

     Have you ever thought of the significance of the little word “do”?  It is an important word, appearing nearly 1,300 times in the Bible.  Jesus said to His 
disciples, “...Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, DO good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute 
you” (Mt. 5:44).  We are exhorted with the words, “But if ye DO not forgive, neither will your Father which is in heaven forgive your trespasses: (Mk. 
11:26).  On the day of Pentecost, the following was said: “Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest 
of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we DO?” (Acts 2:47).

     What should be our motivation for doing right?  The book of Titus gives some helpful insight into why we should “do right”.  Consider this:  “For the 
grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, right-
eously, and godly, in this present world; Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; Who 
gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works” (Tit. 2:11-14).  From this 
text, we will only make three observations.

     We should do right, because “now is all we have” (2:11-12).  Obedience to God is a “now or never” issue.  We all know about good intentions.  “I 
plan to do better tomorrow.”  What if tomorrow never comes?  The poet said, “Trust no future however present.”  James reminds us that we “know not 
what shall be on the morrow” (Jas. 4:13-17).

     Far too often we think that we have all the time in the world to obey God.  Yet time is a tool that the devil often uses to get us off course.  I heard the 
following story that illustrates this point.  Three demons were discussing how to keep individuals out of heaven.  One demon said, “Let’s teach people that 
there is no God.”  The second demon said, “No.  That won’t work.  All one has to do is look around and see the beautiful creation, and know that there is 
a God.”  He said, “Why don’t we teach them that there is a God, but that there is no plan of salvation.”  The third demon said, “No.  That won’t work ei-
ther.”  He then said, “Let’s teach them that there is a God, and that he has a plan to save man.  But let’s also teach them that they have plenty of time to 
obey.”

     We should do right, because one day the Lord is coming back (2:13).  Few in the religious world deny the fact that Jesus is coming back.  The 
Hebrews writer said, “And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and 
unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation” (9:27, 28).

     The second coming of Christ is certain.  Peter said, “The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering 
to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.  But the day of the Lord will come…” (2 Pet. 3:9-10a).  Jesus told 
his disciples, “...I will come again…” (Jn. 14:1,2). 

     Relative to time, the second coming of Christ is very uncertain.  Despite what many in the religious world are teaching, no one but God knows when 
the Lord will return.  Mark records these words, ”But of that day and that hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, 
but the Father” (13:32).  Peter said that the Lord will come as a thief, and we all know that a thief does not announce when he plans to rob you (2 Pet. 
3:10)

     We should do right, because Christ gave himself for us (2:14).  Jesus died to redeem man.  “Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not re-
deemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; But with the precious blood of 
Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot” (1 Pet. 1:18,19).

     Why did Jesus have to die?  He had to die because law had been violated (Gen. 2:15-17).  He had to die because love needed to be shown (Jn. 
3:16).  He had to die because blood was necessary (Deut. 12:23; cf. Heb. 9:22; Rm. 6:3,4).  He had to die to save me (Gal. 2:20).

     Do we appreciate, as we should, what Christ did for us?  People have said things like “Remember the Alamo,” and “Remember Pearl Harbor.”  
But all the more, we ought to hear people say, “Remember Calvary.”
   

     When we can get a hold on these three things, we will have the right motivation for doing right.  Remember, it is a “now or never” issue.  The Lord 
is coming back.  Christ died on the cross, giving himself for us.  What will we do for the Lord?  Will we love Him and keep His commandments (Jn. 
14:15)?
